Daniel A. McAninch, and Rhoda B. Wilson, born 27 March 1849, in Virginia, were married �
�
23 December 1869, in Coatesville, and lived on West Main St. there for the rest of their lives. �

Daniel and Rhoda had thirteen children, but six died young (1879 epidemic, and 1886). �

Seven children reached adulthood, although only five married and had children: �

Mississippi, where he ran the McAninch Ferry across Coldwater Creek in the late 1830’s. �

Elias married Sarah Elizabeth Ross on 28 Mar. 1849, in Holly Springs, DeSoto County,�

Mississippi. Sarah’s parents, (Rev.) David and Nancy M. (Hampton) Ross, their family, and �

both McAninch families are living in the Southern part of DeSoto County in the 1850 census. �

Elias’ family and the Ross family moved to Milam County, Texas, listed in the 1860 census. �

The burial ground is located about three or four miles southeast of Davilla on �

Farm to Market Road 487, and perhaps a quarter of a mile south of 487 in a thicket.�

The old, inactive, and abandoned graveyard is in dire need of a cleaning. �

Large trees have fallen and enough briars are present to make searching difficult. �

Mr. Graves pointed out the final resting place of his grandparents and parents. �

They have a concrete crypt over them. Mr. Graves has been most helpful to the �

Holder and Holman families, and they are grateful to him and to his wife.�

are still standing and undamaged, as cattle have had access, through a damaged fence. �

Efforts are currently under way to restore it, with the consent of Mr. Adam.�
