There were multiple John McAninch’s in early western Pennsylvania. In the previous issue, �
�
we looked at the evidence for John McAninch, Armstrong County pioneer. John, born ca.1760, �
�
in Ireland, was in western Pennsylvania in 1790, and subsequent. This John (‘elder’) had a son �
�
John (‘younger’), born ca.1800, married Barbara (Shoup?), and went to Wyandot County, Ohio. �
�
Another John McAninch was born 23 Feb. 1821, in Pennsylvania, married Isabella Walls, and  �
�
lived in Rimersburg, Clarion County, where they both died, buried in the Rimersburg Cemetery. �
�
Who are the parents of this John McAninch? (John, born 5 Feb. 1831, Penn., died 26 Apr. 1902).�
�
John and Isabella were married ca.1845, probably Clarion County, Penn., and had nine children.�
�
In this issue, we examine Archibald McA/Ninch, born 1760-1765, in Ireland; Archibald was in �
�
western Pennsylvania before 1800, and moved to Ohio, in 1816. And since Archibald moved his �
�
family to Ohio in 1816, he could not have fathered anyone born in Pennsylvania after that time, �
�
so, Archibald is not the father of the John McAninch in Rimersburg �

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Archibald McA/Ninch in early western Pennsylvania   �

The earliest known McA/Ninch pioneer in western Pennsylvania was Archibald McA/Ninch �
�
[see "Archibald McNinch, Western Pennsylvania, Ohio River Valley, and Central Ohio", Note 1]. �
�
�
�
Archibald McA/Ninch was born 1760-1765, in Ireland, and came to Pennsylvania before 1794. �
�
He served in the Westmoreland County (Frontier) Rangers in 1794 (aged 30-34) [Notes 2, 3, 4]. �
�
�
�
Analysis of early census records implies that Archibald and his wife (name unknown) married �
�
(probably) ca.1780-1784, probably in Pennsylvania, and that their first two children were �
�
(probably) an older son (name unknown), born 1780-1784, and an older daughter, born 1784-1795, �
�
with both of them probably born in Pennsylvania [Notes 1, 8 (1810), 9 (1820), 10 (1830)] . �
�
�
�
Archibald appears on early tax lists in Allegheny County, 1800, and then in Armstrong County, �
�
in both 1807 and 1808 [Notes 5, 6, 7]. Allegheny County was erected in 1788, formed with parts �
�
of Washington and Westmoreland Counties. Later, in 1800, Armstrong County was set off,  �
�
formed with parts of Allegheny (e.g. Buffalo Township), Lycoming, and Westmoreland Counties.  �
�

With the additional evidence of his sons Andrew and Archibald Jr. in the 1840 census [Note 11], �
�
and later census records [Note 13], Archibald’s ‘family table’ can be expanded through 1840: �

Despite the “Order book 6, p.133. Applied for pension from Franklin County, June 7, 1832” data, �
�
no record of either a pension application nor a pension grant has been found at the present time.�
�



Archibald probably died in the late 1830’s (in his late 60’s or 70’s), probably in Franklin County, �
�
Ohio. It is not clear which wife survived him (“was survived by widow . . .”), since his first wife �
�
was not found on any of the 1820-1830-1840 census records, and there are no other McA/I/Ninch �
�
records in the 1840 census, Franklin County, Ohio. �
�



Archibald’s ‘Unknown Male Children’ in western Pennsylvania (?) �
�



Looking at Archibald’s ‘family table’ above, based on the various Tax Lists and Census records, �
�
there are two unknown McA/Ninch males that are last seen in Armstrong County, Pennsylvania: �
�
“Unknown male 1” (oldest son?), born 1765-1784, age 32-51 in 1816, and �
�
“Unknown male 3” (third son?), born 1800-1810, age 6-16 in 1816, when Archibald went to Ohio. �
�



A “Daniel McNinch” appears on the Allegheny County 1800 Tax List [Note 5], and there is a �
�
‘D[avid?] McA/Ninch’ on the 1800 census in Armstrong County (age 16-26, born 1774-1784) �
�
[NARA M32 Roll 35 pg.199 (also marked 123); MFHN Vol.IV No.2, May 1996 p.1996-20], and  �
�
on the Armstrong County 1807 Tax List [Note 6]. If ‘David’ or ‘Daniel’ was a transcription error, �
�
this could be the same man, and the age matches Archibald’s “Unknown male.1” (oldest son?). �
�



Even though he was an adult in 1800-1807, “Unknown male 1” may have gone to Ohio with �
�
Archibald, since there is no other record of him in Armstrong County. “Unknown male 3” was �
�
only 6-16 in 1816, and would probably have gone to Ohio with Archibald and the rest of the family. �
�
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And since Archibald moved his family to Ohio in 1816, he could not have fathered anyone born in �
�
Pennsylvania after that time, so, Archibald is not the father of the John McAninch in Rimersburg �
�
(John, born 23 Feb. 1821, Pennsylvania, married Isabella Walls, ca.1845, John died 26 Apr. 1902, �
�
 Isabella died 18 Sept. 1908, both buried Rimersburg Cemetery, Rimersburg, Clarion County). �
