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Henry McAninch’s Grave Found in James Cemetery, Jackson, Jackson County, Ohio ��

Many people volunteer in cemetery restoration efforts across the country, and we thank them for ��their efforts. Last year, the James Cemetery Restoration Project, in Jackson, Ohio, found the top ��and bottom halves of Henry McAninch (1777-1856)’s gravestone marker. This Henry McAninch ��is one of the six early ‘first-generation’ McAninch pioneers in Armstrong County, Pennsylvania, ��and then Henry and his family went west to Ohio in 1807-1808. There are two related articles ��in this issue about Henry and his family, and about James Cemetery, in Jackson County, Ohio. ��

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Henry McAninch (1777-1856) and Family in Jackson County, Ohio   ����There were six different ‘First Generation’ early McA/Ninch pioneers in western Pennsylvania:  ��Archibald, born 1760-1765, and Henry, born 18 May 1777, who went separately west to Ohio; ��Daniel, born 1750-1755, and William, born bef.1765, who went together southwest to Kentucky; ��and John McAninch, born ca.1760, and William, born 1770-1775, who remained in Pennsylvania ��[see "First Generation: Six McA/Ninch’s in early western Pennsylvania", Note 1]. ��

Henry McAninch was born 18 May 1777, in Pennsylvania [eastern or central Pennsylvania?] [2]. ��Henry acquired 150 acres of land in Buffalo Township, Armstrong County, and Henry married ��Mary Lucas from adjacent Indiana County, Pennsylvania [3]. Henry and Mary sold their land in ��1807 [4], and went west to Ohio (first, near Zanesville, Muskingum County, probably in 1808 [5]; ��then, second, south-east down-river to Waterford, Washington County, in 1816, and then Henry ��and Mary settled in Jackson County, Ohio, in 1830) [Notes 1, 2, 3, and Tax Lists, Note 6]. ��

The family can be also be traced through the various Federal Census records, 1820 through 1860  ��[note, however that there is no 1810 census record for Henry in Muskingum County, Ohio, since ��all of the Ohio 1810 Federal Census records (except Washington County) were destroyed by the ��British during the War of 1812]. ��

1820 �McNinch [sic], Henry, 0 0 0 0 0 1 - 1 0 2 0 1 - 0 0 1 0, Washington Co., Waterford Twp.�� �1 male, 45 and over [Henry, head of household, b.bef.1775 (but, Henry b. May 1777)] �� �1 female, under 10 [b.1810-1820; daughter Sarah, born 1810]; no females, 10-15; ���2 females, 16-25 [b.1795-1805; Anna, b. 1805, and Nancy, b. 1807]; no females, 26-44; ���1 female, 45 and over [b.bef.1775; presumably Mary, wife of Henry (but, Mary b. 1788] �� �And the last four: 0 foreigners, 0 in agriculture, 1 in commerce, 0 in manufacture [Note 7] ��

All three of Henry and Mary’s daughters got married during the 1820’s:  ����1. daughter Anna C. married David Tilton, 11 Nov. 1824, in Washington County, Ohio [Note 8]   ����2. daughter Nancy married Phillip Noel, 24 Aug. 1826, also in Washington County, Ohio [Note 9]  ����3. and daughter Sarah 'Sally' married Eli Moore, 17 Apr. 1829, in Jackson County, Ohio [Note 10] ��

Eli Moore, born 1808, Scioto County, Ohio, was living in Jackson County, Ohio, in the 1820’s ��(Jackson County was erected in 1816 from parts of Scioto, Gallia, Athens, and Ross counties). ����Henry and Mary then went to Jackson County, Ohio, where Eli Moore and their daughter Sarah ��‘Sally’ (McAninch) Moore were already living. Henry acquired land in Jackson County, buying ��his first 80 acres in February 1830, and then another 80 acres in March 1832 [Note 11]. ��
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Having just moved to Jackson County, the 1830 census finds Henry and Mary enumerated with  ��the Eli Moore family [son-in-law Eli Moore and daughter Sarah ‘Sally’ (McAninch) Moore]:  ��

Henry and Mary lived in Jackson County, Ohio, for the rest of their lives, and can be found there ��in both of the 1840 and 1850 census records:  ��

Henry McAninch died 28 Sept. 1856, probably at his home in Lick Township, Jackson County, ��and Henry is buried in James Cemetery, Jackson, Jackson County, Ohio [Notes 15, 16].  ����Henry McAninch’s Will was probated on 6 Oct. 1856, Jackson County, Ohio, leaving everything ��to his wife Mary, with Mary and son-in-law Eli Moore named as Executors, and, at Mary’s death ��“any amount of my estate which may remain in her possession unexpended be equally divided ��between my heirs, that is to say, one third part to my daughter Ann Tilden wife of David Tilden ��[sic, Tilden, not Tilton], one third part to Sally Moore wife of Eli Moore, and one third part to the ��heirs of Nancy Noel late wife of Philip Noel.” [Note 17]  ����In the 1860 census, all of the surviving family members are still living in Jackson County, Ohio  ��

1860 �McAnninch [sic], Mary 72 F b.Pennsylvania $400,$700 [Note 18.a.] �� �Tilton, Anna C. 55 F "[b.Pennsylvania] [Henry and Mary’s oldest daughter Anna] �����1860 �Eli Moore 52 M Farmer b.Ohio [Note 18.b.] �� �Sarah 50 F b.Pennsylvania [Henry and Mary’s second daughter Sarah ‘Sally’]  �� �[three children] Nancy A. 25 F b.Ohio / Eli H. 9 M "[b.Ohio] / Henry F. 6 M "[b.Ohio] �� �[and] Sarah E. Duhadway 7 F "[b.Ohio] �� �[Eli and Sarah 'Sally's grand-daughter, daughter of Porter and Mary (Moore) Duhadway] �����1860�Philip Noel 70 M Farmer b.Virginia [Note 18.c.] �� �Elizabeth 60 F "[b.Virginia] [Philip’s first wife, Nancy L. (McA.) Noel, died before 1837] �� �Henry 31 M Laborer b.Ohio [Henry P., son of Phillip and Nancy L. (McAninch) Noel] ��
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Mary (Lucas) McAninch probably died during the 1860’s (age 72-82), and she probably died in ��Jackson County, Ohio. She was probably buried with Henry in James Cemetery, but there are ��no records for her death, and the James Cemetery information only says “No gravestone has been ��found to date for Mary. She was present in Jackson in the 1860 census.” [Note 16] ��

Anna C. (McAninch) Tilton, oldest daughter of Henry and Mary (Lucas) McAninch ��

Anna C. McAninch, the oldest daughter of Henry and Mary (Lucas) McAninch, married ��David Tilton (b.24 Aug. 1798, d.bef.1850) on 11 Nov. 1824, in Washington County, Ohio [8]; ��The 1830 and 1840 census records show that they had seven children; known children include ��1. �Mary C. ‘Mollie’ Tilton, b.8 Jan. 1830, “opposite Zanesville”, Ohio, [Note 8],��2. �Joseph Tilton, born 1831-1832, Ohio (age 18 in the 1850 census), and ��3. �Elizabeth Josephine Tilton, b.30 Aug. 1834, infant death 7 Mar. 1835, �� �buried at Mound Cemetery, Marietta, Washington County, Ohio [Note 19]. ��

David and Anna C. (McAninch) Tilton’s daughter Mary C. ‘Mollie’ Tilton married Jesse C. Hunt ��(born 1828, Indiana; served in 63rd Regiment, Indiana Volunteer Infantry, in the Civil War, and ��died 1866, Indianapolis, Marion County, Indiana). After her husband Jesse C. Hunt died in 1866, ��Mary C. ‘Mollie’ (Tilton) Hunt lived in Cincinnati, Ohio, for 35 years, died there 10 Jan. 1902, ��and is buried in the Spring Grove Cemetery, Cincinnati, Hamilton County, Ohio [Note 8].  ��

In 1830, the David and Anna C. (McAninch) Tilton family is in Butler County, Ohio ��

Mary C. 'Mollie' Tilton, b.8 Jan. 1830)] �� �one female '20-30 [Anna C. (McA.) Tilton, b.14 Oct. 1805, age 25 in the 1850 census] ��

And, in 1840, the David and Anna C. (McAninch) Tilton family is in Champaign County, Ohio:  ��

David Tilton died during the 1840’s (possibly in Franklin County, Ohio), Anna and two of their ��children are living in Columbus, Franklin County, Ohio at the time of the 1850 census ��

1850�Ann C. Tilton 45 F b.PA [Anna, b.14 Oct. 1805, age 45 in the 1850 census] [Note 22] �� �Mary C. Tilton 21 F b.Ohio [dau. Mary C. 'Mollie' Tilton, b.8 Jan. 1830, age 21 in 1850] �� �Joseph Tilton 18 M W [occ] Foundry b.Ohio [son Joseph Tilton, b.est.1831-1832] ��

Anna’s father, Henry McAninch, died in 1856, and, sometime during the 1850’s, Anna returned to ��Jackson County, Ohio, and is living with her mother Mary (Lucas) McAninch in the 1860 census ��

1860 �McAnninch [sic], Mary  72  F  b.Pennsylvania  $400,$700 [Note 19.a.] �� �Tilton, Anna C.  55  F  "[b.Pennsylvania] [Henry and Mary’s oldest daughter Anna] ��

Mary (Lucas) McAninch probably died during the 1860’s, and her daughter Anna C. (McAninch) ��Tilton (widow of David Tilton) was still living in Jackson County in the 1870 census   ��

1870�Tilton, Anna C.,  64  F  Keeping House  b.Ohio [sic] [single-person household] [Note 23] ��

Anna C. (McAninch) Tilton’s 1873 Shooting Incident, Jackson County, Ohio         ����Three years later, at age 68, the widow Anna shot and killed a young boy on her land; there are ��multiple published reports of the shooting incident, and of her subsequent trial and conviction:  ��

“Nov. 14, 1873, an old lady by the name of Anna C. Tilton shot and killed Wm. Franklin ��Johnson, a boy about ten years of age, on his return from school. She had been considerably ��worried, on account of trespasses, and had threatened to shoot any one coming on her premises. ��The boy was not, however, trespassing, and the case was proven one of willful murder, but ��being a woman, and nearly seventy years of age, the jury mercifully brought in a verdict of ��manslaughter. She was sentenced March 8, 1874, to hard labor in the penitentiary for three years. ��The judge was much affected, but being a plain case, he did his duty, leaning, however, on the ��side of mercy. She served her time and was discharged.” [Note 24] ��

[and] “Mrs. Anna Tilton, a widow living a mile east of Jackson, shot a boy named William ��Franklin Johnson, aged 10 years, Monday morning, November 24, 1873, as he was returning ��from school with some little mates along a path through her land. She was a daughter of Henry ��McArmich [sic], one of the pioneers. Her trial began March 9, 1874, and lasted seven days. ��She was found guilty of manslaughter and given a sentence of three years.” [Note 25] ��

After three years in prison, Anna would have been released in 1877, and may (or may not) have ��returned to Jackson County, but Anna has not been found in the 1880 census. Anna’s daughter, ��Mary ‘Mollie’ (Tilton) Hunt, is living in Cincinnati in 1880 [26], and Anna’s son Joseph Tilton ��is also in Cincinnati [27], but Anna is not living with either of her children in the 1880 census. ��
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Six years later, at age 80, Anna was in Cincinnati in the winter, where she died on 15 Jan. 1886, ��from a fall at her daughter Mary C. ‘Mollie’ Hunt’s house, 243 West 6th Street, Cincinnati , Ohio. ��Subsequently, Anna C. (McAninch) Tilton was buried in her daughter ‘Mollie’ Hunt's family plot ��in Spring Grove Cemetery, Cincinnati, Hamilton County, Ohio [Note 8]. ��

Nancy L. (McAninch) Noel, second daughter of Henry and Mary (Lucas) McAninch   ����Nancy L. McAninch, second daughter of Henry and Mary (Lucas) McAninch, married Philip Noel ��on 24 Aug. 1826, in Washington County, Ohio [Note 9], and they also moved to Jackson County, ��where they can be found first in the 1830 census records (on the same page as Moore / McAninch): ��

Nancy is believed to have died during the 1830’s, and Philip Noel married(2) Elizabeth Thomas, ��on 11 Apr. 1837, Scioto County, Ohio. The 1840 and 1850 census records of Philip Noel’s family ��clearly show the age differences between the wives, along with a second daughter, Mary J. Noel: ��

[Note 29] �� �Elizabeth, wife, 52 F b.Va [Philip’s second wife, Elizabeth Thomas, b.1797 Virginia)]  �� �Sarah Anne, 23 F b.Ohio [daughter of Philip and his first wife Nancy L. (McA.) Noel] �� �Henry, 21 M b.Ohio [Henry P., son of Philip and his first wife Nancy L. (McA.) Noel] �� �Mary J., 11 F b.Ohio [daughter of Philip and his second wife Elizabeth (Thomas) Noel] ��

Philip Noel, two wives, and four children are all buried in James Cemetery, Jackson County [16] ��1.  Philip Noel (b. 13 June 1790, Virginia, d. 18 Sept. 1869, Jackson County, Ohio)  ��2.  Nancy L. (McAninch) Noel (b. 28 Oct. 1807, Pennsylvania, d.bef.1837, Jackson County, Ohio)  ��3.  Henry P. Noel (b. Sep. 1829, Ohio, d. 28 Nov. 1868, Jackson County) [son of Philip and Nancy] ��4.  Aaron U. Noel (b. May, 1832, d. 8 Sept. 1849) [son of Philip and Nancy L. (McAninch) Noel]  ��5.  Jacob Noel (b. unknown, d. unknown, Jackson County, Ohio) [son of Philip and Nancy Noel] ��6.  Elizabeth (Thomas) Noel (b. 1797, Virginia, d. 28 May 1869, Jackson Co.) [his second wife] ��7.  Mary Noel (b. Jun. 1838, d. 21 Feb. 1841) [daughter of Philip and Elizabeth (Thomas) Noel] ��
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Sarah ‘Sally’ (McAninch) Moore, third daughter of Henry and Mary (Lucas) McAninch   ����Sarah 'Sally' L. McAninch, third daughter of Henry and Mary (Lucas) McAninch, married ��Eli Moore, on 17 Apr. 1829, in Jackson County, and they remained there for the rest of their lives. ����In the 1830 census, Eli and Sarah ‘Sally’ L. (McAninch) Moore were enumerated with Sally’s ��parents, Henry and Mary (Lucas) McAninch (1830 census record shown above) [Note 12].����In 1840, Eli, Sally and their two daughters are still living in Lick Township, Jackson County  ��

1840 �Eli Moore 0 0 0 0 0 1 - 0 2 0 0 0 1 [Note 30] �� �one male '30-40' [Eli Moore, b.ca.1808, age ~32 in 1840], �� �two females '5-10' [oldest daughter Mary Moore, b.21 Jan. 1831, age 9 in 1840] �� �        [and their second daughter, Nancy A. Moore, b.ca.1834-1835, age ~5 in 1840] �� �one female ‘20-30’ [Sarah 'Sally' (McAninch) Moore, b.24 Mar. 1810, age 30 in 1840] ��

Their 1850 census record has not been found. Since their 1840 and 1860 census records are both ��in Lick Township, it is likely that they were living in Lick Township in 1850 also, but, there is no ��Eli / Sarah ‘Sally’ / Mary / Nancy family anywhere in Lick Township in the 1850 census [Note 31]. ����And, in the 1860 census, Eli Moore, Sarah ‘Sally’, three of their children (Nancy A. Moore, 25, ��Eli H. Moore, 9, and Henry F. Moore, 6), and their grand-daughter Sarah E. Duhadway, 7, are ��still living in Lick Township (1860 census record already shown above) [Note 18.b].��

Sarah ‘Sally’ (McAninch) Moore died in 1868, and was buried in James Cemetery [Note 16]. ��Eli Moore married (second) Nancy J. ‘Agnes’ Martin, and their 1870 and 1880 census records ��can also be found in Jackson County:  ��

Eli Moore died 11 Apr. 1882, Jackson County, and is buried in James Cemetery, Jackson County,  ��along with his (first) wife Sarah ‘Sally’ L. (McAninch) Moore, and their grand-daughter Sarah E. ��Duhadway, daughter of Porter and Mary (Moore) DuHadway [Note 16].  ��

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James Cemetery, Jackson, Jackson County, Ohio �� ��In the fall of 2005, the Jackson County Chapter of the Ohio Genealogical Society [JCOGS] ��(a non-profit organization) began an effort to restore this historic cemetery located in Jackson, ��Ohio. The James Cemetery was established in 1828 by Major John James, who in 1807 settled��on land in present-day Jackson now known as "Jamestown" [Note 1.] ��

Major James' father, Captain John James, was a Revolutionary War soldier and one of the ��"Minutemen" who fought the British in April 1775 at the Battles of Lexington and Concord, ��known as the "shot heard 'round the world" at the outset of the American Revolution. Captain ��James was also a member of General Rufus Putnam's Ohio Company, who established the first ��permanent settlement in the Northwest Territory at Marietta, Ohio, in April 1788. Major John ��James arrived at Marietta & Fort Harmar in the fall of 1788 from New London, Connecticut. ��His father and the remainder of the family arrived in the spring of 1789 and the James family ��moved into 'blockhouse #2' of the 13 cabins built at 'Belle-Prairie' or present-day Belpre, Ohio – ��the second settlement of the Northwest Territory. Soon thereafter, on January 2, 1791, Major ��James brother, William James, was one of 12 settlers slaughtered by Indians at the Big Bottom ��Massacre. This defining event in American history started the fighting for 'supremacy' in the ��Northwest Territory known as the Indian Wars. Major John James played an important and ��well-documented role in that struggle which ended with the signing of the Treaty of Greenville ��in 1795. He and many family members are buried on the James Cemetery Indian mound [Note 2]. ��
